
Rule 9011-4.  Signatures.

(A) Identification of Attorney.  In the signature block of all court papers signed by an
attorney, the attorney must be identified by name, state bar number, complete mailing address,
telephone number and the name of the party who the attorney represents.

(B) Certification of Attorney.  Papers filed by an attorney appearing:

(1) as a qualified attorney pursuant to Local Rule 2090-1(A) must contain this
certification:  “I hereby certify that I am admitted to the Bar of the United States
District Court for the Southern District of Florida and I am in compliance with the
additional qualifications to practice in this court set forth in Local Rule 2090-
1(A)”.  For voluntary petitions, this certification shall be included in the
certification signed by the attorney for the debtor in the Local Form “Disclosure
of Compensation of Attorney for Debtor”.  For involuntary petitions, adversary
complaints, motions and all other papers, the certification shall be included above
the signature block for the attorney filing the petition, complaint, motion or other
paper.

(2) pro hac vice pursuant to Local Rule 2090-1(B)(2) must contain this certification: 
“I hereby certify that the undersigned attorney is appearing pro hac vice in this
matter pursuant to court order dated (date)”.  This certification shall be placed in
papers in the locations described in subdivision (1) above.
