ORDER [GRANTING MOTION TO CONTINUE PRETRIAL], SETTING FINAL PRETRIAL CONFERENCE AND TRIAL

ORDER that:

1. The Final Pretrial in this matter is set for Month Day, Year at Time a/p.m., in Courtroom #8, C. Clyde Atkins United States Courthouse, 301 N. Miami Avenue, Miami, FL 33128.
2. All deadlines set forth in the Court’s Order Setting Filing And Disclosure Requirements are continued to coincide with the new Pretrial Date, unless modified as set forth below.
3. No later than seven (7) days from the date of this Order, all Parties must 
a) unless each party has timely filed a statement of consent under Local Rule 9015-1(B), each party requesting a jury trial on any issue in this proceeding shall file with this Court pursuant to Local Rule 5011-1 a motion for withdrawal of the reference of this proceeding (see paragraph 1(a) of this Court’s Order Setting Filing and Disclosure Requirements for Pretrial and Trial – ECF # ___); and

b)  file any objection to the entry of any final order or judgment by this Court on any issue in this proceeding, whether or not designated as “core” under 28 U.S.C. §157(b) (see paragraph 1(b) of this Court’s Order Setting Filing and Disclosure Requirements for Pretrial and Trial – ECF # ___) .
4. All Parties (Plaintiff and Defendant) shall comply with all discovery rules and procedures and conclude discovery by _________, 201x. Any and all depositions of witnesses and parties shall be conducted by mutual agreement as to time and date between the Parties.
5. Any and all motions for summary judgment (or other case dispositive motion) must be filed and served by no later than______________, 201x.  Should either party, or both, file and serve a motion for summary judgment (or other case dispositive motion), the moving party shall immediately inform the Court’s Judicial Assistant and advise to have this matter removed from the trial and pretrial calendar, pending ruling on said motion.
6. By __________, 201x, the Parties shall exchange proposed witness lists and exhibits for trial, by and between themselves, so as to allow full discovery.

7. By _______________, 201x, each Party shall submit to the Court in chambers, and exchange between themselves:

a)
An exhibit register with pre-marked exhibits, showing the exhibits, including deposition and/or hearing transcripts, intended to be offered as evidence at the Hearing. The Plaintiff shall mark his exhibits alphabetically, and Defendant shall mark their exhibits numerically. Any objections to any exhibits shall be made 
in writing and filed and served by no later than _____________, 201x.
b)
A witness list, identifying the name and address of the witness and 
a summary of their proposed testimony for purposes of the Trial.

c)
Any Party wishing to make a written opening statement may submit 
same as well to the Court (and file and serve same on opposing 
counsel) prior to the Trial being conducted.
8. At the conclusion of the Trial, the Court may, in lieu of final argument, request that each party submit proposed Memorandum Opinion(s) incorporating findings of fact and conclusions of law in Word or WordPerfect format to the Court’s chambers via its email address by a date certain (with copies to each side).
